§ Pilgrimage to the Footsteps of the First United Methodist Missionaries in South Korea

We are planning to have a pilgrimage to Christian historic sites of Seoul, South Korea.

The first Christian missionary who arrived in Korea was Henry Appenzeller. He came to Korea on April 5,
1885, an Easter Sunday morning, with his wife Ella Appenzeller. He was one of the founder of the first Korean
Methodist Church in Seoul, Chong Dong. Appenzeller founded a boy's school, Rdathfortlagdang

Rearing of Useful Men in Korea in 1887. He spread the Gospel, introduced Western culture, and trained the
students in the Methodist faith. and he also established many Protestant institutions. He served at Chong
Dong as a pastor in 1887 until his death in 1902. He helped to translate the Billel B0, Kxbridsan.
